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INTRODUCTION

This annual report of Crime in Wyoming presents data on reported crime from January through December,
2010.

The data presented in this report was compiled from Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) records submitted by
contributing law enforcement agencies. These records are designed to collect pertinent standardized data at
the city, county and state levels, and were prepared in compliance with the National Uniform Crime Reporting
Program standards and definitions.

Agencies prepare UCR forms containing offense, clearance, arrest and supplemental information, and submit
monthly reports to the State UCR Program, Criminal Justice Information Section, Division of Criminal
Investigation, Office of the Attorney General®. After processing, the reports are sent to the FBI for use in
compilation and analysis of national crime statistics.

Sixty two individual law enforcement agencies report UCR data, which serve jurisdictions representing 98.4
percent of the 29weaty-teldrse @ ophié rait fidlomolice degarftmentsecentributed UCR
reports in 2010.

The UCR Program collects data on offenses which are categorized as Part | and Part Il crimes. The Part |

crimes include the ACrime I ndexo offenses of mur dgr ,
larceny-theft, and motor vehicle theft. Arson was added as a Part | offense in 1979, (referred to as the
AModi fied Crime I ndexo). For Part | offenses, infdrm

information, and arrest data is collected, however, the UCR Program collects only arrest data for Part Il
offenses.

The Domestic Violence Reporting Program information was compiled from data submitted by all Wyoming law
enforcement agencies within whose jurisdiction incidents of domestic violence occurred?.

The Hate Crime Reporting Summary has been compiled in response to the Hate Crime Statistics Act of 1990.
Its data was received from those agencies submitting reports for each particular quarter of 2010.

OFFENSES IN UNIFORM CRIME REPORTING

Offenses in Uniform Crime Reporting are divided into two groupings designated as Part | and Part Il crimes.
Information on the number of Part | offenses known to law enforcement, the number of offenses cleared by
arrest or exceptional means, and the number of persons arrested are reported. Only arrest data is reported for
Part Il offenses.

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THE PART | OFFENSES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1. CRIMINAL HOMICIDE - (a) Murder and Non-Negligent Manslaughter: The willful (non-negligent) killing of
one human being by another. Deaths caused by negligence, attempts to kill, assaults to kill, suicides,
accidental deaths, and justifiable homicides are excluded. Justifiable homicides are limited to: (1) The killing
of a felon by a law enforcement officer in the line of duty; and (2) The killing of a felon, by a private citizen,
while in the act of committing a felony, (b) Manslaughter by Negligence: The killing of another person through
gross negligence. Excludes traffic fatalities. While manslaughter by negligence is a Part | crime, it is not
included in the Crime Index.

2. FORCIBLE RAPE - The carnal knowledge of a female forcibly and against her will. Included are rapes by
force and attempts or assaults to rape. Statutory rape offenses (no force used/victim under age of consent)
are excluded.

3. ROBBERY - The taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a
person or persons by force or threat of force or violence by putting the victim in fear.

4. AGGRAVATED ASSAULT - An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting
severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by
means likely to produce death or great bodily harm. Simple assaults are excluded.

5. BURGLARY-BREAKING OR ENTERING - The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or theft.
Attempted forcible entry is included.

6. LARCENY-THEFT - (Except motor vehicle theft) - The unlawful taking, carrying, leading, or riding away of
property from the possession or constructive possession of another. Examples are thefts of bicycles or
automobile accessories, shoplifting, pocket-picking, or the stealing of any property or article which is not taken
by force and violence or by fraud. Attempted | arce
worthless checks, etc., are excluded.

7. MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT - The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. A motor vehicle is self-
propelled and runs on the surface and not on rails, Specifically excluded from this category are motorboats,
construction equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment.

8. ARSON - Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling
house, public building, motor vehicle or aircraft, personal property of another, etc.

THE PART Il OFFENSES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

9. OTHER ASSAULTS (Simple) - Assaults or attempted assaults where no weapon was used and which did
not result in serious or aggravated injury to the victim.

10. FORGERY AND COUNTERFEITING - Making, altering, uttering or possession, with intent to defraud,
anything false which is made to appear true. Attempts are included

11. FRAUD - Fraudulent conversion and obtaining money or property by false pretenses. Included are
larceny by bailee and bad checks except forgeries and counterfeiting.

12. EMBEZZLEMENT - Misappropriation or misapplication of money or property entrusted to ones care,
custody, or control.

13. STOLEN PROPERTY: BUYING, RECEIVING, POSSESSING - Buying, receiving, and possessing stolen
property, as well as all attempts.

14. VANDALISM - Willful or malicious destruction, injury, disfigurement, or defacement of any public or
private property, real or personal, without consent of the owner or person having custody or control.

15. WEAPONS: CARRYING, POSSESSING, ETC. - All violations of regulations or statutes controlling the
carrying, using, possessing, furnishing, and manufacturing of deadly weapons or silencers. Attempts are
included.
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16. PROSTITUTION AND COMMERCIALIZED VICE - Sex offenses of a commercialized nature, such as
prostitution, keeping a bawdy house, procuring or transporting women for immoral purposes. Attempts are
included.

17. SEX OFFENSES (except forcible rape, prostitution, or commercialized vice) - Statutory rape and offenses
against chastity, common decency, morals, and the like. Attempts are included.

18. DRUG ABUSE VIOLATIONS - State and local offenses relating to narcotic drugs, such as unlawful
possession, sale, use, growing and manufacturing of narcotic drugs.

19. GAMBLING - Promoting, permitting or engaging in illegal gambling.

20. OFFENSES AGAINST THE FAMILY AND CHILDREN - Neglect, non-support, desertion, or abuse of
family and children.

21. DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE - Driving or operating any vehicle or common carrier while drunk or
under the influence of liquor or narcotics.

23. DRUNKENNESS-Drunkenness or i ntoxicati on, except fidr
24. DISORDERLY CONDUCT - Breach of peace.

25. VAGRANCY - Vagabondage, begging, loitering, etc.

26. ALL OTHER OFFENSES - All violations of state or local laws, except 1 through 25 and traffic offenses.
27. SUSPICION - No specific offense; suspect released without formal charges being placed.

28. CURFEW AND LOITERING LAWS - Offenses relating to violation of local curfew or loitering ordinances
where such laws exist.

29. RUNAWAYS - Limited to juveniles taken into protective custody under provisions of local statutes.




THE CRIME INDEX

The offenses which comprise the Crime Index are all serious, either by their nature or by the
frequency with which they occur, and each presents a common law enforcement problem. Crimes
within the Index are further categorized as Violent Crimes (murder, forcible rape, robbery and
aggravated assault) or as Property Crimes (burglary, larceny-theft, and motor vehicle theft). By
congressional mandate, arson was added as a reportable offense in 1979. Its data collection is

other offense data in this report.

VIOLENT CRIMES

Violent crimes involve the element of personal confrontation between the perpetrator and the victim
and entail the use or threat of force or violence. By their very nature, violent crimes are considered
more serious than property crimes.

PROPERTY CRIMES

Property c¢rimes entail the attempt or actual
property crimes are less serious in nature than their violent crime counterparts of the Index, they
represent, by far, the bulk of the total Crime Index.

CLEARANCES

For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, an Index offense is cleared when: 1) a law enforcement
agency has identified the offender, 2) there is sufficient evidence to charge the offender, and 3) the
offender is actually taken into custody. The arrest of one person can clear several crimes or several
persons may be arrested in the process of clearing one offense. Clearances are also recorded in
exceptional circumstances when some element beyond the control of the law enforcement agency
precludes formal charges being brought against the offender. For example: death of offender;
offender incarcerated in another jurisdiction, etc.
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CRIME RATES

Crime rates represent the number of crimes in relation to the population of a given jurisdiction. All crime rates presented
in this report are per 10,000 population unless otherwise specified. By UCR definition, the victims of forcible rape are
always femal e , therefore the rape rates are per 10,000 fenpal
represents the Wyoming population that is covered by law enforcement agencies who contributed UCR data, and is the
population base used in calculating crime rates.

Crime rates are calculated by dividing the number of offenses by the population and multiplying the result by 10,000. The
population base figures used for this report were compiled from U.S. Census Bureau population estimates for
cities/towns, countries and states. The National UCR Program calculated the 2008 state population using U.S. Census
Bureau grow rates data.

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AGGRAVATED ASSAULT

Aggravated assault is defined as an unlawful attack, or attempt to attack, by one person upon another for the purpose
of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault is usually accompanied by the use of a weapon or by
means likely to produce death or great bodily harm. In other words, all assaults by one person upon another with the
intent to kill, maim, or inflict severe bodily injury with the use of any dangerous weapon are classified under one of the
aggravated assault categories. It is not necessary that injury result from an aggravated assault when a gun, knife, or
other weapon is used which could and probably would result in serious personal injury if the crime were successfully
completed.

Procedures employed in the UCR Program require that an arrest be counted on each separate
occasion an individual is taken into custody,
jurisdiction. Although several charges may be placed against a person at the time of arrest, only one
arrest (usually the most serious) is counted each separate time he/she is taken into custody.
Juvenile arrests are in accordance with the age definition of a juvenile for the National Uniform Crime
Reporting Program, which is a person under 18 years of age.

Differences in arrest practices, policies, and enforcement emphasis among agencies influence
the volume of arrests for various offenses, particularly those against public order, e.g. drunkenness,
simple assault, vagrancy, disorderly conduct and related violations. However, arrest for serious
crimes, e.g., robbery or burglary, are more likely to be consistent and uniform throughout all
jurisdictions.
